Dear	Supporters	of	the	Bautista	Memorial	Scholarship	Golf	Outing,	

	 On	behalf	of	the	entire	Saint	Ann	community	and	the	Bautista	family,	we	would	like	to	

thank	you	for	your	support	and	generous	contribution	to	the	Bautista	Memorial	Scholarship	Golf	

Outing,	benefitting	Saint	Ann	families	and	students.	Seven	years	ago,	the	Bautista	family	started	a	

scholarship	fund,	in	honor	of	their	parents,	with	the	proceeds	from	the	golf	outing.	The	

scholarship	started	by	supporting	four	families	in	2011,	six	families	in	2012,	and	10	families	

every	year	since	2013.	The	scholarships	funds	generated	have	exceeded	$58,000	and	were	

awarded	to	over	100	students	attending	Saint	Ann.	Thanks	to	your	help	this	year,	the	Bautista	

Memorial	Scholarship	will	be	able	to	donate	$10,000	and	help	even	more	families	and	allow	

more	students	to	receive	an	exceptional	education	at	Saint	Ann	School.		

	 Saint	Ann	School	serves	226	students	in	the	Pilsen	community.	Over	90%	of	our	families	

live	at	or	below	the	poverty	line.	Even	with	our	modest	tuition	of	$3,950	per	student,	nearly	70%	

of	our	families	receive	financial	aid.	Raising	the	tuition	is	not	a	viable	option	for	our	hard-

working	families	so	we	must	rely	on	the	generosity	of	outside	individuals	and	foundations,	like	

the	Bautista	family,	to	bridge	the	tuition	gap.		

	 We	have	certainly	made	progress	and	continue	to	dream	of	an	even	brighter	future	for	

our	students	with	your	help.
